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Learning Target:  SWBAT create a candle holder using slab construction. You will  use black mason stain and a figure for design as part of the construction.

The Task:  You will find or design a figure that will be part of the candle holder.  It could be your dog, cat, mom, dad, sibling or a person from a magazine.  It should have some sort of significance to you and not be a cliché.
1. Figure out the image you will use.

2. Roll out your slab to one board thickness.

3. Cut around a tape dispenser for the bottom

4. Measure 1 ½ inches for the candle holder side.  Keep in mind you will have the ends at 1.5 inches, but you need more height and width for your image (demo by Ms. Buchanan).

5. If you want design, please add design to the band before you put the band together.

6. Score the round circle on top and score the bottom of the band, add very little water and put together. 

7. Where the band meets, score and add a little water to patch the sides together.

8. Let your clay harden in a bag for one period and then you can start drawing into your image, tracing lines, making a mark (as this is where the black mason stain will be going into the fine lines, detail)
9. Add a very small rolled coil to the inner seam and smooth gently.

10. Compress the top of the band and smooth gently.

11. REFINE, REFINE, REFINE.
